Booting guest operating system (Win XP pro) from Virtualbox, mounted on Windows Vista home premium host, fails.

On trying to open the guest machine (Win XP) with network bridged adapter the following error message appears and the boot fails.

Subsequent actions

I have uninstalled VB 3.2.10, reinstalled 3.2.10, uninstalled again and reinstalled 3.2.8 (as recommended by a contributor on the forum. Each time the same message. It appears that the original 3.2.10 installation has damaged/removed a driver in Windows somewhere, or a registry entry for a driver. 

Associated problems/messages

On booting Windows I get the following message box;

“Found new hardware”

“Windows needs to install driver software for your unknown device”  

Option 1 “Locate and install driver software”

Previously this found nothing, the most recent attempt resulted in the following message box;

“Found new hardware – unknown device”

“Windows found driver software for your hardware device but encountered an error while attempting to install it.”

“Virtualbox Bridged Network Driver Miniport”

“Insufficient system resources exist to complete the requested service” 

Existing Virtualbox advice that did not work

I tried to obtain the required log files to attach by following the instructions on your page 'How to enable logging for the .MSI host installer of VirtualBox' . 

'There are two logs which are needed for an in-depth analysis: The installer log and the driver installation log of Windows itself. Please provide both logs when asked for them. ' . 

Can't find either file anywhere on the computer.

Please also note that the microsoft installer cleanup mentioned in the article has been discontinued.

I can't upload screenshots of the error messages – files too big.
